Temperature Control Valve manufactured between December 13, 2020 and March 11, 2021.

2.  Prepare the airplane for maintenance.

B. Make sure that all switches are in the OFF/NORM position.
C. Disconnect electrical power from the airplane.
(1) Disconnect external electrical power.
(2) Disconnect the airplane battery.

D. Attach maintenance warning tags to the battery and external power receptacle that have "DO NOT
CONNECT ELECTRICAL POWER - MAINTENANCE IN PROGRESS" written on them.

Remove the engine cowling. (Refer to the Applicable Model Maintenance Manual.)

Complete the Continental Aerospace Technologies™ Service Bulletin SB21-03, dated March 22, 2021.
Install the engine cowling. (Refer to the Applicable Model Maintenance.)

Remove the maintenance warning tags and connect the airplane battery.

PURPOSE: Notify customers of nonconformity in Part No. 657496 Oil Temperature

Control Valve manufactured in Q4 (fourth quarter) of 2020.

COMPLIANCE: During the next scheduled oil change, or before next flight if experiencing oil
temperature indications near or greater than the specified operating limits.

MODELS

AFFECTED: Continental Aerospace Technologies new and rebuilt engine model specifications
(I0550N, TSI0550C, TSI0550K, TSI0OSSON, TSIOFS50K) using Oil Temperature
Control Valve (Vernatherm) Part No. 657496.

I. GENERAL INFORMATION

The supplier of Continental Part No. 657496, Oil Temperature Control (Vernatherm) Valve
Assembly, has identified a discrepancy in one lot of Part No. 657496. Affected units have a
potential to leak internally and fail to actuate the piston assembly. Upon failing, these units will
remain in the “cold” position, providing only limited oil flow through the engine oil cooler.

II. FAULTY UNIT IDENTIFICATION

The lot number is etched on the cap of the assembly below the part number in the location shown
in Figure 1. Remove and replace affected Part No. 657496, Vernatherm Assembly marked with lot
number D20 (2020Q4) with a serviceable unit.

III. AFFECTED ENGINE SERIAL NUMBERS

temperature control valve assemblies. Inspect the affected engine serial numbers according to the
instructions in Section IV. Return spare parts exhibiting lot number D20 to Continental for a
serviceable replacement or refund. If Part No. 657496 was replaced between December 13, 2020
and March 11, 2021, your engine may also be affected - consult the engine log book.

Remove and replace the Oil Temperature Control Valve (Vernatherm) on affected engines
according to the engine instructions for continued airworthiness. If oil temperature exceeds
240°F for more than 30 seconds, perform an oil change according to instructions in M-0,
Standard Practice Maintenance Manual.

V. WARRANTY

The actions required to comply with this Service Document are covered, up to the Eligible
Allowance provided for reimbursement, as shown below.
